1. Policy relevance

Clearly state the research aims and questions. Explain how these research aims and questions connect to the AHUR Research Brief.

Clearly identify the nature of the information to be obtained through the research, the link between these potential findings and key policy issues, and the capacity of the potential research findings to actively inform policy development. Findings need to be generalisable to a population of policy relevance.
Demonstrate that your team has an understanding of the policy issues and literature and relate it to the research proposed.
2. Approach (aims, methods, timeline)
Indicate whether it is to be an Essay, Investigative Panel or Research Project and outline the approach taken for each:
· In the case of an Essay, specify the aims and issues being discussed, and an indication of the types of sources used.

· In the case of an Investigative Panel, specify the research question, the processes (including meetings) undertaken to investigate the question and the analytical methods used to draw the findings together.

· In the case of a Research Project specify the overall research design, the research methods to be used and how the data analysis will be conducted. It must be clear how the research design, the research methods and the data analysis techniques will provide answers to each key research question. In multi-method research designs explain how the different types of data will be analysed and integrated. · Checked that the body of the application consists of no more than 3000 clearly written and presented words (excluding the separate 600 word project summary and separate CVs).  Non-compliant applications will not be assessed.

· Filled in the methods table ensuring that links between research questions, methodology and potential findings are clear.

· Included 500 word CVs and clearly listed contact details for all team members. Non-compliant applications will not be assessed.

· Listed an item-by-item budget (i.e. by research phase or deliverable), prioritised the items and justified them.

· Specified the dates for key milestones and deliverables and the associated payment schedule.

· Listed all outstanding AHURI projects and all current grants and applications with external funding bodies
